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SUBJECT: TITLE I PARENT INVOLVEMENT POLICY 8

 The Board of Education recognizes the rights of parents/persons in parental relation to be fully 10 
informed of all information relevant to their children, including children who participate in programs 11 
and projects funded by Title I. Therefore, the Board of Education encourages the participation of 12 
parents of students eligible for Title I services in all aspects of their child's education, including the 13 
development and implementation of district programs, as well as activities and procedures that are 14 
designed to carry out No Child Left Behind (NCLB) parent involvement goals.

 In order to facilitate parental participation, in accordance with NCLB requirements, as outlined 19 
in the Elementary and Secondary Education Act Section 6318(a)(2), the District will: 20

 a) Involve parents in the joint development of the Title I Plan. If the plan is not satisfactory to 22 

the parents of children participating in Title I programs, the District will submit any parent 23 
comments to the State Education Department along with the District's plan; 24

 b) Provide the coordination, technical assistance, and support necessary to assist participating 26 

schools in planning and implementing effective parent involvement activities to improve 27 
student academic achievement and school performance; 28

 c) Build the schools' and parents' capacity for strong parental involvement through 30 

implementing and encouraging participation in appropriate parental involvement activities; 31 
  such as promoting opportunities to volunteer and participate in school activities and 32 

involvement in parent education groups, a District-wide Parent Committee or 33 
representation on Code of Conduct and the Safe Schools Committee.   34

 d) Coordinate and integrate parental involvement strategies under Title I with those of other 36 

programs including, but not limited to, the Headstart Program, the Reading First Program, 37 
Even Start Program, Parent Resource Centers and other programs; Focus on Families, and 38 
EPIC. 39

 e) Conduct, with the involvement of parents, an annual evaluation of the content and 41 

effectiveness of the parental involvement policy in improving the academic quality of the 42 
Title I schools. The evaluation shall include identifying barriers to greater participation by 43 
parents in activities under the policy and use the findings of the evaluation to design 44 
strategies for more effective parental involvement and, to revise, if necessary, the parental 45 
involvement policies at the District and school levels;.  Formal Parent-Teacher Conferences 46 
are held twice annually. 47 

   48 
 f) Involve parents in the activities of the Title I schools;.  Parental involvement at home is 49 

facilitated by monthly newsletters from each school; parent packets for academic support to 50 
students, Our Schools newspaper delivered to each home monthly with all the important 51 
news of the District, and a weekly cable access program on local television that shares 52 
school District information vital to all parents. 53

g) Involve parents of children in Title I programs in decisions regarding how funds reserved 66 
for parental involvement activities are spent;.  Parent Involvement funds are equitably 67 
dispersed to all schools and principals work with Parent Education Groups (PEG) members 68 
to determine the best use of funds. 69

School-Level Parent Involvement Policy 71 
 72 
 In accordance with Section 6318(c), the Board of Education directs each school receiving Title I 73 
funds to ensure that a building level parental involvement plan is developed with the participation of 74 
that school's parents. In addition to the goals stated above, each school building level plan will 75 
describe the details to: 76

a) Convene an annual meeting, at a convenient time, to inform parents of their school's 78 
participation in Title I programs and to explain Title I requirements and the right of the 79 
parents to be involved. All parents of children participating in Title I programs will be 80

academic assessment used to measure student progress, the proficiency levels students are 93 
expected to meet, and if requested by parents, opportunities for regular meetings to 94 
formulate suggestions and to participate, as appropriate, in decisions relating to the 95 
education of their children and respond to any such suggestions as soon as practicably 96 
possible; and 97

e) Develop a school-parent compact jointly with parents that outline how the parents, school 99 

staff and students will share the responsibility for improved student academic achievement 100 
and detail the means by which the school and parents will build and develop a partnership 101 
to help all children achieve the state's standards. 102

f) The compact must include: 122 
 123 

1. A description of the school's responsibility to provide high-quality curriculum and 124 
instruction in a supportive and effective learning environment that enables the 125 
children served in Title I schools to meet the State's student academic achievement 126 
standards; 127

2. A description of the ways in which each parent will be responsible for supporting 129 

their children's learning, such as monitoring attendance, homework completion, 130 
television watching, volunteering in their child's classroom and participating, as 131 
appropriate, in decisions relating to the education of their children and positive use of 132 
extracurricular time; and 133 

 134 
3. Address the importance of communication between teachers and parents on an 135 

ongoing basis including, but not limited to: 136 
 137 

(a) Parent-teacher conferences in elementary schools, at least annually, during 138 
which the compact shall be discussed as the compact relates to the individual 139 
child's achievement; 140 

 141 
(b) Frequent reports to parents on their children's progress; and 142 
 143 
(c) Reasonable access to staff, opportunities to volunteer and participate in their 144 

child's class, and observation of classroom activities.  A Parent Portal link is 145 
available on the District website where parents can access their child’s 146 
attendance, grades and assessment information. 147 

  148 
 To ensure effective involvement of parents and to support a partnership among the school 149 
involved, parents, and the community in order to improve student academic achievement, the District 150 
and each school shall: 151 
 152 

a) Provide assistance to parents of children served by the District or school, in understanding 153 
such topics as the State's academic content standards and State student academic 154 
achievement standards, State and local academic assessments, the requirements of this part, 155 
and how to monitor a child's progress and work with educators to improve the achievement 156 
of their children;.  Parents were involved in the selection of a reporting system and are now 157 
using the Parent Portal for immediate assessment information. 158

 161 
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b) Provide materials and training to help parents to work with their children to improve their 175 
children's achievement, such as literacy training and using technology, as appropriate, to 176 
foster parental involvement;.  Workshops are held at community sites to work with small 177 
groups of parents on skills and information they need to help their child be successful in 178 
school.  Programs are offered, where necessary, to assist parents in gaining literacy skills 179 
through these and other programs. 180 

   181 
c) Educate teachers, pupil services personnel, Principals, and other staff, with the assistance 182 

of parents, in the value and utility of contribution of parents, and in how to reach out to, 183 
communicate with, and work with parents as equal partners, implement and coordinate 184 
parent programs, and build ties between parents and the school;.  Quality training will be 185 
offered at all schools through a certified BOCES trainer.  Many new parents will be able to 186 
take advantage of this opportunity and learn the process. 187 

   188 
d) Coordinate and integrate to the extent feasible and appropriate, parent involvement 189 

programs and activities with Head Start, Reading First, Early Reading First, Even Start, the 190 
Home Instruction Programs for Preschool Youngsters, the Parent as Teachers Program, 191 
Focus on Families, EPIC and public preschool and other programs, and conduct other 192 
activities, such as parent resource centers, that encourage and support parents in more fully 193 
participating in the education of their children;.  Parenting classes are offered to students 194 
who are/will be parents during their school years to educate them with appropriate 195 
parenting skills and encourage involvement at the earliest ages. 196 

   197 
e) Ensure that information related to school and parent programs, meetings, and other 198 

activities is sent to the parents of participating children in a format and, to the extent 199 
practicable, in a language the parents can understand. 200 

 201 
 In addition to the above activities which are required for the District and each school, the District 202 
and each school: 203 
 204 

a) May involve parents in the development of training for teachers, Principals, and other 205 
educators to improve the effectiveness of such training; 206 

 207 
b) May provide necessary literacy training from funds received under this part if the local 208 

educational agency has exhausted all other reasonably available sources of funding for such 209 
training; 210 

 211 
c) May pay reasonable and necessary expenses associated with local parental involvement 212 

activities, including transportation and child care costs, to enable parents to participate in 213 
school-related meetings and training sessions; 214 

 215 
d) May train parents to enhance the involvement of other parents; 216 
 217 
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e) May arrange school meetings at a variety of times, or conduct in-home conferences 229 
between teachers or other educators, who work directly with participating children, with 230 
parents who are unable to attend such conferences at school, in order to maximize parental 231 
involvement and participation; 232 

 233 
f) May adopt and implement model approaches to improving parental involvement; 234 
 235 
g) May establish a District-wide parent advisory council to provide advice on all matters 236 

related to parental involvement in programs supported under this section; 237 
 238 
h) May develop appropriate roles for community-based organizations and businesses in parent 239 

involvement activities; and 240 
 241 
 i) Shall provide such other reasonable support for parental involvement activities under this 242 

section as parents may request. 243 
 244 
 In carrying out the parental involvement requirements, the District and schools, to the extent 245 
practicable, shall provide full opportunities for the participation of parents with limited English 246 
proficiency, parents with disabilities, and parents of migratory children, including providing 247 
information and school reports required under Section 6311 of the Elementary and Secondary 248 
Education Act in a format and, to the extent practicable, in a language such parents understand. 249 
 250 
Procedures for Filing Complaints/Appeals 251 
 252 
 The District will disseminate free of charge to parents of children in Title I programs, and to 253 
appropriate private school officials or representatives, adequate information regarding the District's 254 
written complaint procedures for resolving issues of violation(s) of a Federal statute or regulation that 255 
applies to Title I, Part A programs. 256 
 257 
*Comparability of Services 258 
 259 
 The School District shall ensure equivalence among the schools in the District of the same grade 260 
span and levels of instruction with regard to teachers, administrators and auxiliary personnel as well as 261 
equivalence in the provision of curriculum materials and instructional supplies in Title I programs. 262
