Writing a Thematic Essay

The Thematic Essay is an essay in which one will discuss thoroughly a set of topics that follow a particular theme. 

STEP 1: Pre-Writing Planning “ Think it Through ”
· Read the Thematic Essay Directions      

· Read the Theme Box 

     (This is where your Thesis Sentence will be taken from)
(Thesis Sentence = Main Focus of the Essay)

          “WHAT YOU WILL PROVE OR SHOW”
· Read the Task Box
(This is what you will be discussing in your essay)

     -    Reread your Task Box

     Make sure you fully understand what Tasks you will be
     writing about

HINT: Make sure your read everything that appears on the Essay page, it 

            may help you understand the essay better           
STEP 2: Make A Written Plan  

· Complete the Graphic Organizer that will help organize your essay

· This is the most critical part of writing the Theme essay

· The Graphic Organizer will be considered your rough draft and
will be graded
· You will need to compete all sections of the Graphic Organizer is 
to receive full credit

1) Thesis Sentence Box

· You will write your Thesis Sentence in this Box

· In order to write your Thesis Sentence, Look at the Theme Box for your Thesis Sentence
· The Thesis Sentence cannot be a simple restatement of Theme Box

Reword and add to the Theme Box in order to write your Thesis Sentence

2) Body Paragraph Boxes

· The number of Body Paragraph boxes you need to complete will depend on the number of Body Paragraphs that you will write in your essay 

· Under Task, write the given task for the body paragraph which is found in the Task Box

· Under Intro Sentence, reword the task into a complete sentence

· Under Body Topics, write one sentence from the given task

· Under Conclusion, write your conclusion which will be a summary of your Body Paragraph
STEP 3: Write the Intro Paragraph

· The First Sentence of your Intro Paragraph is your Thesis Sentence

· Your Thesis Sentence is the sentence you wrote in the Thesis Sentence Box in your Graphic Organizer
   The next sentences of your Intro Paragraph are determined by how

many Body Paragraphs in your Theme Essay

     -    The number of Body Paragraphs depend on how many tasks you will
have to write about

        For example: 2 tasks = 2 Body Paragraphs

· The next sentences of your Intro Paragraph will be the Intro Sentences 

from your Body Paragraphs

        For example: Theme Essay with 2 Body Paragraphs             

                1st Sentence: Thesis Sentence

                2nd Sentence: Intro Sentence of Body Paragraph #1

                3rd Sentence: Intro Sentence of Body Paragraph #2

STEP 4: Write the Body Paragraphs

· Each Body Paragraph should be written in the same format
· Each Body Paragraph will begin  with the Intro Sentence 
HINT: You have already written the Intro Sentence in your Intro Sentence 
             portion of the Body Paragraph Box in the Graphic Organizer

             Simply copy it word by word.

· The next sentences should be discussing your particular Task

· Look in the Task Box to understand what you will be writing about

 HINT: Use the Tasks as your guide of what to include

· Make sure to discuss each bulleted item

· You will be writing at least 2-3 sentences concerning each topic

mentioned in each bulleted item
HINT: Write the exact sentence you wrote in the Concluding Sentence portion of the Body Paragraph Box in your Graphic Organizer

Each Body Paragraph should follow this format:

        Example: Body Paragraph with two topics in the bulleted item

             1st Sentence: Intro Sentence

             2nd Sentence: Analysis of Topic 1

             3rd Sentence: Analysis of Topic 1

             4th Sentence: Analysis of Topic 1

             5th Sentence: Analysis of Topic 2
             6th Sentence: Analysis of Topic 2

             7th Sentence: Analysis of Topic 2

             8th Sentence: Concluding Sentence
STEP 5: Write the Conclusion

· Restate the Thesis Sentence for your first Sentence of the Conclusion

· Include each of the Conclusion Sentence from each Body Paragraph

               For example : Theme Essay with 2 Body Paragraphs

                         1st Sentence : Thesis Sentence

                         2nd Sentence:  Concluding Sentence of Body Paragraph #1

                         3rd Sentence:   Concluding Sentence of Body Paragraph #2
