Still-Life Shapes
Supplies: Paper and any of these: pencils, crayons, colored pencils, markers, pen or paint made for young artists. 

*Which do you think would be easier to draw, an active wiggly puppy or a bowl of fruit sitting on a table?
*Many artists like to create still-life pictures.
*A still life is a picture of things that do not move.  Because the objects will stay still you can concentrate on their shapes.  A still life has both geometric and free-form shapes.
*Look for a still life in your home.  Is there a bowl of fruit, a plant or a vase of flowers on a table?
*Find five items to arrange for your still-life drawing.  You may choose human made objects like a vase, shoe, book or bowl.  You may include things from nature like fruit, vegetables and flowers.
*Arrange your objects for your still life and draw it!  Think about the shapes of your objects.  Do they look geometric or free form? Think about how to draw the sizes of the different objects.  You may want to draw the table under your arrangement.  
*Do you know that artists do not always make things look the way they really are?  We are learning!  Have fun!

*Share your still-life drawing.  Why did you choose those items?  Would you arrange them differently next time?  Are you glad your items could not get up and walk away?
